6) THE ULTIMATE TRICK

The trickster is the sum of who we think we are — all as one.

“The whole is more than the sum of its parts.” — Aristotle.

The primal resistance is everywhere at once.

This is thought; we are the thinking of thought - one and the same.
“Same, same but different.”

Energy is hierarchy: thought, the one on high.
